· O’Neil Road oval irrigation have improved the condition of the oval, also more portable rooms and toilets
· Construction of a footpath in Holm Park Road has now commenced

· A positive response from Tammy Labato MP following up on our concerns of the Holm Park Road oval and upgrade of current facilities and also lack of maintenance of the land around the Beaconsfield Station

	Written Council Report – Cr Brett Owen (Central Ward)

O’Neil Road Oval – (Question from Last meeting)

Council has completed improvement works on the irrigation system at the O’Neill Rd Oval in late March. This has allowed the irrigation system to be used. Watering has recommenced to assist with the works that have been undertaken to improve the surface of the field.

In recent weeks council has been fortunate to have had sufficient rainfall that the irrigation system has not been needed to used. 
As a result of the improvement works, irrigation and rainfall, the surface of the field has significantly improved.

Bus Stop on the south side of Railway Station (Question/issue raised at last meeting)

At the last meeting, there was a concern about the location of the bus stop on the bend. I have submitted a councillor request on this issue. I await a response from the relevant council officers.

Announcement -Traffic Lights at Intersections Old Princes/Princes (east of O’Neil Road)

Council welcomes the recent announcement from the state government that they will install traffic control signals at the intersection of Old Princes Hwy and the Princes Hwy (east of O’Neil Road). Council has advocated for these works for several years.

The $1.7 million project is expected to begin in June

The installation of the traffic lights will improve safety at the intersection. It will allow motorists to safely access the Monash Freeway (city bound) and will provide safer pedestrian linkages

It is proposed that in the upcoming 2010/2011 Council budget, Council will be allocating over $100,000 for the installation of new footpaths to and from the signalised intersection/pedestrian crossing. The new footpaths will link the Panorama Estate to the Beaconsfield Township.

Additional Car parking at Beaconsfield Railway Station

Representatives from council met with Martin Pakula, State Minister for Public Transport today, 13 April 2010.  At this meeting, Council raised the issue of State Government funding additional car parking at the Beaconsfield Railway Station.

In the lead up to the November 2010 State Election, Council will continue to advocate very strongly for additional car parking.  

Beaconsfield’s Public Toilets

I have not received a response from the letter I sent on the 9 Feb to the owner of the Woolworths development asking them to open up the toilets in their development to the public. I have followed up with a secondary letter, requesting a response.

I also continue to advocate for additional cleans for the public toilet on the south of the Princes Hwy. To assist me with this, I ask if any residents experience unsatisfactory conditions at the toilet, to report the complaint to council’s customer service number 1300 787 624.
Vic Roads, Road signage for Woods Street

The large green Vic Roads signage for Woods Street, Beaconsfield is incorrectly spelt, it is currently spelt, “Wood” Street
Council contacted Vic Roads and requested that they change their signs to the correct spelling. Vic Roads have since advised that they will change the signs in the coming weeks.

The smaller Council white signs at either end of Woods Street are correct.

Holm Park Road Footpath

Works on the construction of a footpath along the south side of Holm Park Road              (from Beaconsfield-Emerald Road to Fieldstone Boulevard) commenced on Monday 19 April.

The footpath will provide an important link to the township and provide connectivity in Beaconsfield, particularly to the future reserve. It will provide safety for many pedestrians that currently walk along the road or verge.

	Guest speaker: Mick Lazari from the Beaconsfield Bendigo Community Bank
Mick spoke about the Bendigo Community Bank, saying that the locals have embraced the community bank after opening 7 month ago we have over 900 accounts, with Beaconsfield having over 2000 residents the bank has between 350-400 local customers. Donations so far to community services like the CFA and schools are $2,000, with a plan to make future donations quarterly! Remember that a Community bank is owned by the community and 50% of the profits go back into the community. The more the community support the bank the more the bank can support community services financially.

Some of the new initiatives we are doing;

School banking with Piggy Bank accounts to give children a sense of ownership and achievement on saving money. Children are taught how to borrow not save.

Staff attend local schools and hand out show bags to publicise the Bank.

Friendly staff live locally and every customer is important to us.

On a personal note:

Mick says that people now stop him in the street to talk and ask question which is wonderful. Recently Mick won a Second Prize at the Berwick & District Agricultural & Horticultural Society Inc. Annual Show for his Wild Ox Heart Tomatoes which he grew from seeds that his grandmother had. Mick also brought home made muffins 

for supper after the meeting.

	Beaconsfield Park update AT: Cardinia Shire has provided funding of $10,000 to make this comprehensive landscape plan possible. All the stakeholders in this project have contributed time and effort over the past 3 years to make this happen and to secure a $100,000 grant from the government. This will be a passive park for walking, jogging etc., with a post a rail fence along the road.  Work to start before the end of June this year.
