	Treasurer's Report: : As at 31st  March 2011 the cash balance is $12236.63 less liabilities of   $7997.00.
AM asked for clarification about the $4091 in the history grant, AT answered that it is money granted to the BPA through The Cardinia Heritage grant scheme, in 2008 the BPA received a grant for  $1600 for restoration of the sign,  in  2009 $4,500 for the construction of the brick pillars.  The first amount has been spent on the sign. The second amount is in the bank it shows up as $4091 after we have paid GST of $409. When we spend $4091 we will get the GST refunded.

The brick pillars were paid for in the Beaconsfield Park refit by the Council, this means we still have the $4091 available to us, so AT has asked if the BPA can use this money for the Avenue of Honour sign, with all the soldiers names on it and have it in Beaconsfield Park near to the Avenue of Honour. (If its on the highway across the bridge its in Casey)

Kath Roberts Reserve Signage – At the March meeting Ann Taylor raised the issue of the reserve sign was missing. A councillor request has been submitted to have the sign replaced.

Cardinia Shire council Civic Centre- Officer

Council recently announced that as of late 2013/early 2014 council will be moving into a new civic office. It will be situated in a new activity centre, Main Street Officer. It will provide good connection to road and rail links.

The cost to lease represents about 1.3 per cent of council’s total annual revenue. This option is far more cost effective than council either building a new centre or rebuilding the existing centre.

Hard and Green Waste Collections – Beaconsfield’s collection will take place in the week beginning Tuesday the 14th June. Residents wanting to take advantage of the hard waste collection must have their items placed neatly on the kerbside by 6am on Tuesday 14th June. Council asks residents are asked not to place items out more than a week before collection. Residents will receive a mail out with collection date information.

Footpath – Linking New Traffic Control Signals to Beaconsfield Township.

The first stage of the footpath from Panorama to the new signals has been completed.

Council is currently undergoing its budget process. I continue to advocate for additional funding to fund further footpath improvements for this very important link.

Additional Lighting On/Off Ramps - Princes Freeway

Response received from Vic Roads who state that retrofitting of street lighting on these ramps would be regarded as improvement works. Vic Roads further states that proposals for improvement works must be considered and evaluated on a state-wide basis.  There was no commitment from Vic Roads to improve the lighting.

Officer Structure Plan 

The draft Officer Precinct Structure Plan is soon to be released. Some parts of Beaconsfield, mainly the areas of Brunt Road/Whiteside Road/May Road/part of Kenilworth Avenue) are in this plan. Once the draft plan is advertised, Beaconsfield residents are asked to view and make submissions to council if they wish.

AD asked BO to look at the Emerald Road entry into the Woolworths/Salvo's car park, the left hand turn is very tight, also the curbing is broken. BO to speak to CS engineers.

AM requested that the vegetation near ALDI be trimmed as it is obscuring the view to the Hwy when entering the car park. BO to contact Vic Roads.

MB asked why the Old Prices Highway the main street of Beaconsfield is called a range of names in different street directories. BO to ask CS engineers to find out why..

	Bus Stop South Side of Beaconsfield Station: 

BO reported that the Department of Transport has provided hard-stand areas (concrete pads) at these existing stops.  Costs associated with the relocation of the stops, including the construction of the hard-stand areas and any connecting footpaths, would need to be covered by Council as the Department of transport do not have any budget to conduct relocation works.

The current stop has been inspected by council’s senior traffic engineer who deems the stop suitably located given the bend in the road, providing sufficient site distance for approaching vehicles that a bus is present and may have stopped.  Delays to motorists when a bus is stopped are minor and this stop is not a timing point.  That is, the bus should only be stopping at this location for as long as it takes to collect or set down passengers.  

The current stops are located in close proximity to the pedestrian access for Beaconsfield Station and to move them further away could be detrimental to their accessibility.

At this stage, the relocation of the bus stop is not considered a priority by council.
