	COUNCILLOR BRETT OWEN:  
Officer Precinct Structure Plan- Copy of the Plan was distributed and discussed. The GAA has received submissions and a decision on the final plan will be known shortly.

Pink Hill Hotel Update – The VCAT hearing for the proposed hotel and five lot subdivision at 13 May Road, Beaconsfield (Pink Hill) was held over five days, commencing on 1 August 2011. Council acknowledges residents Robin Hocking, Les reader, Gloria O’Connor and Len Gerdsen who gave submissions.

VCAT has reserved its decision in regards to both matters.
Holm Park Recreation Reserve – Adverse Weather over the last couple of months put a holt to works, however this will not affect the timing for the delivery of the reserve to be available for use. Works affected include the entrance road and the installation of the flood lights. The proposed design changes for the pavilion is in close liaison with the Beaconsfield Football Club 

Panorama Estate Open Space Renewal- $70,000 allocated from current council budget for new footpaths throughout the Village Green Park. The proposed works include new fencing around the playground and soft fall mulch, additional tree planting and new park furniture is proposed to be installed. Further information to be supplied at a later date. 

Car parking In Beaconsfield – In response to some questions raised at previous meetings, Council’s General Manager of Planning – Phil Walton was asked the following questions in which I have received the following answers?
Q) Can we put conditions on council planning permits to make applicants asking for a reduction in car parking, pay for the future car parking by making cash in lieu?
A) Council cannot require cash in lieu contributions for car parking as a condition of a planning permit due to limitations in the current Planning and Environment Act. Council is advocating to have the Act changed to allow councils to do this.

Q) Can council create special charge schemes to build large car parks in Beaconsfield?
A) I n theory yes, in reality, most unlikely.  Council would have to identify where and how many spaces could be provided and who would benefit, and therefore pay.  Typically such schemes have worked best in historical centres such as Pakenham or Berwick where there was no onsite parking in strip shopping centres and adjoining land had to be acquired and parking constructed.  Most development in Beaconsfield is more recent and has provided on site parking (eg: Aldi / Woolworths)

Q) Will the review of the Beaconsfield Township Strategy include investigations of identifying land in Beaconsfield for future car parks in Beaconsfield?
A) The Beaconsfield Structure Plan will include an assessment of the supply and demand of car parking spaces and include measures to address these issues which may include the identification of land for future car parking.
28 Lot Subdivision Lot 1 – 13 May Road Beaconsfield – Council has received a planning application for a 28 Lot residential subdivision for Lot 1 – 13 May Road, Beaconsfield.
