New Traffic Signals – Princes Highway, Beaconsfield

Vic Roads has awarded the contract for the installation of traffic signals and associated pavement works at the Princes Highway turn off into Beaconsfield. The project will improve safety at the intersection, includes a safe crossing point for pedestrians and will allow right turn access to the freeway from Beaconsfield. Works are scheduled to commence in early-mid July and be completed by the end of October.

‘Pink Hill’ Hotel May Road Beaconsfield

A resident raised a question whether the future signals at Princes Hwy/Old Princes Hwy will affect the Pink Hill Hotel VCAT application.

Vic Roads is of the position on the access to the hotel development had not changed as a result of upgrading of the intersection, a position also held by our traffic expert. There are many other issues with the hotel besides the access issues.

The dates for the VCAT hearing are now set down for 3, 4, 5 & 8 November 2010.

National Tree Day – Sunday 1st of August, 2010

National Tree Day is Australia's biggest community tree-planting event, coordinated by Planet Ark and sponsored by Toyota. National Tree Day has been running annually since 1996, with more than 15 million native trees and shrubs planted to date. It encourages everyone to get involved with local planting events and is a good opportunity for us to link in with the community.  

Council is holding a National Tree Day event on Sunday 1 August 2010. We are keen to work with the local residents to enhance our bushland reserves. Planting locally native plants helps to restore natural habitat, offering resources to native animals. The event will be held at Ridgetop Reserve in Beaconsfield from 10am - 12.30pm, followed by a BBQ lunch. Local residents will join us to plant a range of native grasses, herbs and wildflowers, helping to enhance this wonderful bushland asset.  

Holm Park Road Footpath

There has been a delay in the construction of the footpath

A letter drop was undertaken to all residents of Holm Park Road explaining that we were experiencing some issues with services (power, lights, water main) and that additional survey and design was required to progress the path and resume construction.

Council is looking to complete the path as soon as possible, however cannot resume works until a resolution is reached with the service providers.  In the interim, council and its contractor have been regularly inspecting the work site to ensure it remains in a safe state. 

Kath Roberts Reserve

Additional Lighting will be installed as part of the 2010/2011 lighting program.

Encourage residents to contact council customer service on 1300 787 624 if there are any further concerns regarding cleanliness/litter/graffiti at the reserve.
Access behind Beaconsfield Hotel

The access has been constructed and a speed hump and height restriction barrier will be installed this week. A quotation for the fence has been accepted. Council is advised the fencing contractor will start work in approx 3 weeks, as they are waiting for the large up right posts to be supplied.

Reduction of the speed limit through Beaconsfield

Council supports a reduction in the current 70 zone.

The issues was raised by council officers at the Cardinia Road Safety Committee earlier this month Vic Roads were non-committal, but indicated that they would investigate the request.  At this stage, the maximum reduction, council engineers would support is a 60 zone.
