Parking fines at Beaconsfield Station

Advice from council’s Local Laws department –

Fines were issued for parking on nature strip. If vehicles parked on the road, not contrary with any signs, no infringements would have been issued.
Disabled Car Spaces - Beaconsfield Plaza

Advice from council planner, Lisa Hall-

The landowner would need to apply to amend the endorsed plans for Planning Permit T020507A.  The amendment application would also be seeking to reduce the number of car-spaces by three, which would need to be considered (usually these requests are decided at a Council meeting). 

Council’s engineering department advises that the current disabled spaces meet the applicable requirements and as such, council couldn’t force the landowner to make any changes.  However the engineers department would not have an issue with any future changes regarding this request. 
Bus Stop South Side of Beaconsfield Station

Council engineers and a representative from the Department of Transport attended at the bus stop site to investigate the concern raised by the BPA. The Department of Transport is responsible for the ultimate location of bus stops. The Department of Transport has advised that although the bus stop site is not ideal, there is no other suitable site along Kenilworth, south of the railway station to relocate the bus stop.

The department has told council that it is that site or no site along Station St. 

Council seeks the BPA’s position on this issue so that we can relay them onto the Department of Transport.

Reserve in Holm Park Road – Funding announcement

Council is extremely pleased with the recent announcement from the state government, that they have allocated a 1 million dollar grant towards the future main pavilion. This financial assistance will assist council to bring forward construction of the pavilion. 

Council will continue to advocate for further government financial assistance, in the lead up to the state and federal elections.
Pink Hill Hotel May Road Beaconsfield

Confirmation has been received from VCAT that the appeal against Council’s refusal of the planning permit for 13 May Road scheduled for 28 June 2010 has been adjourned at the request of the applicant. A new hearing date will be set in due course.

Safe Plate Day

Cardinia Shire has joined forces with Cardinia Police to help motorists avoid number plate theft. A number of Safe Plate Days has been planned across the shire.

Residents will be able to replace their generic numberplate screws with anti-theft, one-way screws for free. One of the most common uses of stolen numberplates was in petrol station drive-offs, a problem which could increase due to rising fuel costs and interest rates. By partnering with local Police, council wants to send a message to numberplate thieves that we take vehicle safety seriously and will continue to take steps to ensure a ‘Safer Cardinia Shire’. 

A Safe Plate Day is scheduled for Saturday the 26th of June at the Beaconsfield Plaza car park between 10am – 12 noon. For further information contact Richard Maugueret, council’s Community Safety Officer on 1300 787 624.

48% Graffiti reduction

Following the Certificate of Recognition awarded to the Cardinia Shire Graffiti Reference Group (CGRG) for the LGPRO Awards for Excellence, the annual independent graffiti audit has found a 48% reduction of graffiti across the Shire compared to this time last year. Given the shire had a 49% reduction in 2008 and 55% reduction in 2009, these remarkable results has ensured that the financial and social impact of graffiti on residents and traders has been minimal. A shire-wide graffiti clean up is scheduled with the intention of creating a “clean slate” for Cardinia Shire.

	Guest speaker: Leading Senior Constable Jim Wilson from Pakenham Police Station said that crime statistics for the past month look healthy, with only 14 criminal incidents reported. 5 theft from cars and I car stolen from the Beacy Station car park, 3 burglaries 1 residential and 2 commercial one a ram raid on the south side of Beaconsfield and 3 criminal damage. These statistics are an improvement on last years 18 incidents of which 12 were theft from cars. Police numbers at Pakenham have increase and we have a new Area Inspector. There was a massive Road Safety Campaign over the long weekend, with no fatalities or major crashes in the Cardinia Shire.
AT related item 10.2 of the May meeting to Jim, and reported of youths in the ALDI car park with skateboards and bikes who are creating a hazardous situation with drivers, dictating were you can park. Jim said he had noticed these activities while on duty in the area and has been approached by some shop keepers in the area. Police would move the youths on. This type of anti-social activity is not tolerated by Police. ALDI have recently employed security guards to patrol the car park.
Jim said that all incidents should be reported via 000 this will prompt a response and will enable Police to provide useful statistics for Beaconsfield when areas are accessed in the future.
