	Councillor's Report - Brett Owen: 
Beaconsfield Township strategy 2010: Cardinia Shire planners will organise consultation sessions with community groups. BPA will be expected to play a major role in the planning process.

2010 State/Federal Elections:  Cardinia Shire Council will be pushing approximately 10 priority issues across the shire in the lead up to these elections. One being the Signalling of the intersection at the Old Princes Hwy and the new freeway, including and on ramp to the freeway. If the signalisation occurs, this will allow Council to provide footpath access to link Panorama Estate to Beaconsfield. Other priorities will be Holm Park Road Reserve and the extension of the Beaconsfield Railway Station Car Park.
Holm Park Sporting Complex: Council is committed to providing 3 ovals and completing the master plan for the reserve, but Council needs to work within budget allocations. Council will advocate to the state/federal election candidates to get financial commitments to support council with funding the development of the reserve.
Police report, crime statistics: BO emailed Pakenham Police about police representatives attending BPA meetings. Due to resources, attendance at meetings is difficult. Contact details of Officer In Charge of Pakenham Police Station forwarded to President.
Beaconsfield Park: Cardinia Shire has a master plan for the reserve.  Council has applied for approx $100,000 from the Federal Government to commence improvement works. Council awaiting confirmation of funding.
Q: From AP to Brett, about Water Restrictions being lifted, can the Oval at O’Neil Road use their irrigation system. BO to check with Council Officers and will report back at next meeting.

	Disabled Car Spaces - Beaconsfield Plaza: AT I now know of 2 people in wheel chairs who find these parking spaces a problem.  The Rendezvous people may not even be aware that this is a problem.
Cardinia Council, Unfortunately as they have complied with the planning permit, council is unable to enforce the relocation of the bays.

BO suggested the BPA may wish to write to the body corporate requesting them to make the appropriate changes. A motion was moved to write to the Body Corporate.

	Bus stop Beacy Plaza: AT during school time’s ie.3.45, traffic can be banked back to Rendezvous if the bus is in (site issue not being able to see past the bus). But the bigger problem is that the turning traffic turning into Aldi can actually be head on with those turning out, hence the accidents there lately. This whole area needs to be addressed in Beaconsfield’s strategy plan this year. Cardinia Shire Engineer said “Although the bus does restrict the sight distance of drivers exiting the car park when it is at the stop, the remainder of the time when the bus is not present there is no sight distance issue.  Engineering practice does not consider parked vehicles (or temporarily stopped buses) to be classed as permanent obstructions when measuring sight distances and thus the sight distance from the car park access is assessed as being adequate” 
BO suggested that the BPA contact the Council with these concerns, AT then suggested that we should leave this issue till after the Beaconsfield Township Strategy is under way as the Bus Stop and parking will be issues that need to be addressed.
RD suggested that the Bus Stop on the far side of the Beaconsfield Station (Soldiers Rd) is of serious concern, there is no provision for the Bus to stop of the main road, as this stop is almost on a corner, creates a dangerous situation for driver wanting to pass the bus. LR to contact Council.

	Beaconsfield Station: RD commented that the presentation of the station is not good, after the new car park construction, there are areas that seem not have been finished off. Nature strip at pick bay is just dirt and no grass planting and other areas are just a mess! Also the maintenance (grass cutting) is not done properly, there is always untidy long grass left at the bus stop sign. DM had written to VicTrack in the past and has managed to get the grass mown on a more frequent basis.
