Update on Holm Park Road Footpath
The footpath is on schedule to be completed by the end of financial year. There were some concerns from residents relating to its location; subsequently we re-surveyed the road reserve boundary. Some resident's garden beds have encroached into the road reserve but adopting a best fit approach for the footpath, we have limited the need to remove the beds. Two pram crossing are to be constructed to allow for the connection to the footpaths that will be built as part of the Holm Park Road Recreation Reserve.

Beaconsfield Exeloo

Arrangements have been put in place for Council’s outdoor staff to clean up on a regular basis in and around the Exeloo in Beaconsfield to supplement the contract cleaning that currently occurs.   Council will continue to monitor the situation to ensure a satisfactory level of service is maintained.

Council Releases draft 2010-11 budget

Cardinia Shire has released its draft budget for the 2010-11 financial year and is now inviting public comment from the community.

Residents and other interested members of the community are welcome to view the draft budget and make comments and submissions to council.

Copies of the budget papers can be downloaded from council’s website www.cardinia.vic.gov.au  at the ‘Have your say’ section. The budget includes:

· Rate increase of an average 6.9 per cent.  Council believes this is necessary to continue to provide quality facilities/services to the community and maintain Council’s debt reduction strategy
· Completion of the new $7.1 million Pakenham Library and Hall. 
· Continued work ($1.2 million) on the Holm Park Road recreation reserve complex at Beaconsfield, a four year project that will deliver a range of new sport and leisure facilities.
· Commencement of works on the duplication of McGregor Road south of the railway.
· Commencement of works on developing the Lang Lang Bypass road.
· $4.96 million in new projects commencing in 2010–11 including a community and children’s centre in Cardinia Lakes ($1.16m) and the Bunyip community house ($271,000).
· Asset renewal around Cardinia Shire including new and improved roads, bridges and buildings, footpaths and drainage replacement, plant and plant replacement, recreation reserves and sporting facilities ($7.21m)
· A shire wide approach to new roads and drains ($895,000), special charge street schemes ($458,000), new plant ($120,000) and other projects ($510,000) and other projects: $2.63m.
· Structure plans including the Cardinia Road Precinct Structure Plan: $2.46m.

As part of this budget, council is proposing to sell council owned land at the corner of Brunt Road and Edinburgh Drive, Beaconsfield. (Panorama Estate) I am not in favour of this, but majority of councillors are supporting this proposed sale.

Residents are welcome to make submissions which will be considered at a special council meeting on Tuesday 15th of June at 7.00pm. The final budget will be adopted on the 21st of June.

Public Toilet – Woolworths Development

Owner has agreed to open the toilet within the development for general public use. This will be for 30 day trial, commencing on Monday 24th of May. The owner has said that if there is any vandalism during this period, the decision to open it up will be reviewed.

I continue to offer assistance to encourage the owner to make this toilet open to the public on a permanent basis.

Hard and green waste

Council currently provides two hard and green waste kerbside collections a year. One in May/June and the other in November/December. 

Most of Beaconsfield has a normal rubbish pick up on a Wednesday morning (bin out Tuesday night). This means that Beaconsfield’s collection will be between Monday the 7th of June and Friday 11th June. Your hard/green waste must be out by Sunday 6th June.

Residents are requested not to put out the hard/green waste weeks before the collection. Waste is to be put out during the weekend preceding the collection. For more information on the hard/green waste kerbside collection, please access our website  www.cardinia.vic.gov.au
