Beaconsfield Structure Plan Update

Traffic consultants, will be placing the required traffic counters around the Beaconsfield area as part of the study for the Beaconsfield Structure Plan’s traffic and car parking report.  Once this is completed, HDS will send Council the draft report, which will then be looked at along side the economic and urban design draft documents. 

Marcelle Bell will take on the BSP project in early October when she returns from maternity leave. Donnie Lussier is doing a secondment in another position at council.

Kath Roberts Reserve

The following works will be commenced this week.

1. Excavate and create drainage lines within playground area with new edging and soft fall. 

2. Towards mid October - start some earthworks and creation of some drainage swales at the rear of the park, raise the area near to the existing seats and put in new concrete pads for new picnic table and seat.

3. Re seed area exposed from earthworks

Appearance of the rear of shops situated next to Woods Street Kinder 

 An audit is being undertaken by Compliance Services Officers to determine what action can be taken to improve the appearance of the car parking and landscaping on the site under the planning permit or other means.
